We promote moral development…

We ensure our children learn to be truthful and honest as well as respecting the rights and property of others. We ensure we listen to other people’s opinions and learn to debate courteously. We foster a culture of listening to others and ensure everyone has the right for their voice to be heard.  

We promote social development…

Our social development teaching ensures our pupils understand their rights and responsibilities and how to make sure these are seen within our community. We help children to practice these skills through many aspects of their school life as well as the wider curriculum and within lessons. We ensure children foster the skills and qualities of team building and turn taking through developing their awareness of their surroundings and others as well as their own self-confidence, co-operation, initiative and an understanding of why. Our environment fosters one of independence where children can take responsibility for themselves, others in school and the wider community. We develop an engagement and understanding of the fundamental British Values as well as the skills and attitudes that will allow them to participate fully in modern Britain.
